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Campania region is located south west of the Italian peninsula, in the Tyrrhenian Sea, in the "shin" of
the boot. The term comes from the Latin Campania Campus, which means land. The capital is Naples
and has over 1 million inhabitants.

After Puglia, Campania is the second region in south Italy with more industries. Provinces of Naples
and Salerno are the richest in this respect. The food processing and packaging industry occupy a
significant position, tied to a flourishing agriculture (tomatoes, citrus fruits, artichokes) and products
derived from the cattle farming, dairy products like cheese, especially the delicious buffalo mozzarella.

The earliest forms of tourism in the Amalfi Coast date back to XVIII century; initially and for the first 50
years it was one of the most important economic sectors; thanks to its beautiful scenery and the typical
nature that characterized the area it was discovered and exploited as stay for VIPs. This is no longer
the case, and the beauties of the Amalfi Coast are accessible to anyone who desires to know them.

However, there are many artisans who continue with traditional methods the art of working leather, silk,
wood. Still play an important role: coral, the embroidery, the pottery, the fishing, the home-made pasta,
wrought iron and copper products, as well as paper production. In fact, the first paper mill was built here
in 1250!
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GEOGRAPHY

The provinces of Campania are: Caserta, Naples, Salerno, Avellino , Benevento.

Campania is an interweaving of several stories, culture and nature; it's a land where ancient and

modern meet, offering a grandiose spectacle all over the centuries.
The ancient cultures are still visible everywhere and give evidence to the eruption of Vesuvius. In the
shadow of the volcano are the ancient cities of Pompeii and Herculaneum, once buried under ash after

the catastrophic eruption in 79 AD.

Pompei

Easily reachable from here is the Sorrento peninsula, which boasts not only breathtaking views but is also
the testimony of summer residences of emperors and poets of all ages.
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From the Sorrento peninsula, we move towards the island of Capri and the island of Ischia, with its
Museum of Archaeology Pithecusae. Pozzuoli, Misenum and Baia, basic centres of the ancient routes
of the Mediterranean, have enchanted emperors and rich personalities, who decided to build here rich
and elegant villas.

Continuing southward toward the province of Salerno, we find Paestum with its majestic temple, the
most impressive archaeological complex of Magnha Graecia, still in excellent condition, and Velia, where
philosophers Parmenides and Zeno discussed about the universe secrets. Places reigned by myth and
legend, showing great charming ways.

Starting from the centre of Naples, in the caves where the first Christian rites were held, we find the
National Archaeological Museum ; the historical centre of Naples marked by churches, castles and
luxury buildings; the Royal Palace and the immense Reggia di Caserta . Campania is also devoted to
contemporary art , which plays a very important role: at disposal to artists from around the world are
squares, museums and metro stations; this last is defined the best contemporary art museum in
Italy .

We'll continue then direction Campi Flegrei , known for the Sybil, and finally to Benevento , where the
ancient Roman rites fostered sabbath and witches legends during the Middle Age. The city was once
Lombard dukedom , then it fell under the feudal rule of the Pope. There are still many testimonies from
this period, as the Arch of Trajan and many finds, today preserved at Museo del Sannio .

From the Reggia di Caserta direction Terra di Lavoro, once crossed by the Via Appia, we reach the
majestic amphitheatre of Santa Maria Capua Vetere , as well as the roman and medieval monuments
of Sessa Aurunca , Museo Campano and much more.

Nearby there are many medieval villages to visit and admire; immersed in flourishing vegetation, you
find the ancient villages of Casertavecchia , Teggiano and Sant'Agata dei Goti . They are
characterized by small houses, decorated according to the owners customs, from time to time
Lombards or Normans. Then you find Montesarchio with its castle, Cerreto Sannita and San
Lorenzello , known for their artistic ceramics.

In Avellino is the Museum Irpino, which has three different sections: the first deals with Archaeology,
the second with Modern Art and the last with Renaissance; there is then the Montevergine Sanctuary
and San Guglielmo Abbey.

Along the coast there are big rocks, from which the Saracen pirates’ invasions were stopped, and you
will be delighted by the charming architecture of the towns of Positano, Amalfi, Ravello
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HISTORY OF NAPLES

The foundation of the first settlement took place within the Greek colonization of the West: around 750
BC the first Euboean outpost settled in Pithecusa , the current island of Ischia. The first discoveries
were found in the town of Lacco Ameno, on Mount Vico. From here, they drove towards the coast and
founded Cuma, around 725 BC. Cuma assumed soon the control of the Gulf , which was then called
Cumano. On the current hill Pizzofalcone, Cuma, in turn, built Partenope colony around 650 BC, having
a natural harbour on the sea ((the small tuff island where today stands Castel dell'Ovo). The Greeks
traded in the coasts of Campania.

With the gradual decline of Partenope after 550 BC, the city was incorporated under the name
Palaelopolis , old city, during the Cumana re-foundation of Neapolis (new town) in about 470 BC.
Neapolis succeeded in Cuma in the domination of the Gulf, which took the same name.

After that Rome, in 326 BC, obtained the control over the territory, several military bases have been
placed, as Puteoli (the modern Pozzuoli), which assumed an important economic role and succeeded
in Naples as a trading port in the region.

Following the terrible eruption of Vesuvius in 79 AD that destroyed the city of Pompeii, Herculaneum
and Stabia, during the reign of Trajan (98-117) was accentuated the economic decline of Naples: with
the strengthening of commercial structures of Lazio, Campania lost the dominance on provisioning in
Rome.

Between 350 and 400, the Greek and Roman structure in Naples changed, with the construction of
monasteries and churches, following the Christianity legalization; here in the Castrum Lucullanum, in
476, where is today Castel dell 'Ovo, died the last Western Roman Emperor Romulus Augustus.

The general of the Eastern Roman Empire (having capital Byzantium) Belisarius conquered Naples in
537, which became the main south centre and fall under Byzantine rule; the Greek was again the
official language. The city of Naples was constituted in an autonomous duchy of Byzantium from 736 to
1139 and became a very important economic and cultural centre.

Norman Roger Il enclosed Naples to the Kingdom of Sicily in 1140 and until 1260 it was under the
Norman-Swabian monarchy. Despite the capital was Palermo, Naples was the cultural centre of the
Kingdom; here it was, in fact, founded the first University of the State for want of Frederick Il of Swabia,
in 1224.

In 1266, Palermo was replaced from Naples as Kingdom of Sicily’s capital (which became the Kingdom
of Naples), for want of the Angevin-Aragonese Monarchy; this situation lasted until 1503.
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HISTORY OF NAPLES

From 1503 to 1707, with the breaking of the alliance between France and Spain, Naples became a
Spanish viceroy: during this time frame there were urban renewal, water system port and sewerage
system renovation.

However, the city was affected by tragic events like the eruption of Vesuvius in 1631, the popular revolt
by Masaniello in 1647, the plague epidemic of 1656 during which about one third of the population died,
and at last the earthquake of 1688. The Spanish rule followed the Vice-Reign of Austria, which lasted
from 1707 until 1734 and ended with the expulsion of the Austrians from the south through the
intervention of Charles de Bourbon.

The Bourbon Kingdom was established then in Naples, under which started the excavations at
Herculaneum and Pompeii (respectively in 1738 and 1748). After the brief transitional period of the
Neapolitan Republic, which lasted only five months, Ferdinand of Bourbon was first removed by the
French and then by Napoleon Bonaparte after the victory over Austria at Austerlitz. Napoleon decided
to make succeed his brother Joseph Bonaparte as King of Naples, who in turn succeeded Joachim
Murat in 1808, who remained incumbent until the fall of Napoleon.

In 1815, the Congress of Vienna established that Naples had to go back to the Bourbons as the
Kingdom of the Two Sicilies. After the riots of July 1820, the Constitution was granted, but Austria took
the new constitutional regime to fall. Following the riots of May 1848, the Constitution was again
granted and immediately abolished, to be finally granted in June.

The triumphal entry of Giuseppe Garibaldi in Naples on 7 September 1860 marked the end of the
Bourbon Kingdom, with the escape of Francis Il, the last representative. A plebiscite, in October, 21
established the annexation of Naples to the Savoy Kingdom, under the monarchy of King Vittorio
Emanuele of Savoy, who arrived for the first time in the city just two months after the fall of the Bourbon
dynasty. The law about urban renewal, approved in 1885, began the demolition of the old town.

Naples gave his important contribution during the two world wars, and rose during the historic "four
days" (26-30 September 1943) thus ending the German occupation.

In the following decades, the history of Naples is linked to one of the Italian Republic, created following
the referendum of 1943.
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NAPLES

“See Naples und die” - said Goethe; it was once the slogan of the region Campania.

Napoli is a charming and lively port city on the Gulf of Naples. The unique position at the feet of
Vesuvius, the gentle climate, the rich history and the several attractions have seduces millions of
tourists from XVIII century, from all over the world.

The Gulf of Naples is surrounded by the Sorrento peninsula, by Vesuvius, by Vomero and Posillipo
hills. On clear sky days, you can see the beautiful islands of Capri, Ischia and Procida. Not far from the
city are the archaeological excavations of Pompei and Herculaneum, as well as the beautiful Amalfi
Coast.

The heart of Naples, the historic centre, was declared World Heritage by UNESCO; its narrow streets
lead to mysterious churches, catacombs and subterranean caves. The decorative arts, the flapping
laundry and the screaming fishmonger, still give evidence of the ancient Neapolitan popular culture.

Naples is overlooked by Vomero hill, where stands the majestic Castle St. EImo , from which you can
enjoy a beautiful view over the city, by Mount Vesuvius and by the sea. Some particularly refined city
areas are the modern district of Chiaia and the one of Posillipo , dotted with elegant villas, with the port
of Saint Lucia. In the famous National Archaeological Museum are many remains of the ancient
Pompei. Even the Museum of Capodimonte is very interesting to visit, with its magnificent park and its
prestigious art gallery.

You should definitely try the famous pizza, invented here!
The varied Neapolitan cuisine offers delicious pasta dishes and, of course, fish and seafood

presented in countless variations. Typical flavours come from the famous Limoncello of Sorrento,
produced with fragrant local lemon, and the exquisite Neapolitan coffee.

People, who love shopping, make the right choice by choosing to visit Naples: they can immerse in the
local atmosphere wandering through the typical markets and buying clothes at affordable prices. Of
course there are numerous boutigue, shoe shops, antiques and crafts.
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The oldo town — The heart of Naples

The historic centre is characterized by several churches, many of them often surrounded by baroque
palaces belonging to noble families, as well as ancient dwellings. The most important church of Naples
is San_Gennaro Cathedral, where every year takes place the famous blood miracle. We recommend
visiting the Gothic church of San Lorenzo Maggiore and San _Domenico Maggiore as well as the
baroque Church of Gesu Nuovo.

The San _Severo Chapel impresses with its mysterious anatomical machines. It's about two human
skeletons, consisting of an intricate interweaving of the venous system reproduced in an astonishing
way if you consider the knowledge at that time. Besides these bodies, very interesting are the baroque
statuesque, dating back to the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries.

Ideal place to rest is represented by the garden of Santa Chiara Convent, with its columns, benches
and walls, covered with coloured Majolicas. Opposite, in San Sebastiano Street, near the conservatory,
you will find music stores selling typical mandolins. Not far away is Port'Alba, where you can enjoy a
delicious pizza in the homonymous pizzeria.

An interesting experience that we definitely suggest is visiting the underground city: below the urban
centre, full of tuff, is a 80 Km labyrinth. The entrance to the underground city is hidden in Piazza San
Gaetano. The tour takes about an hour and a half.

40 m deep, below the typical downtown alleys, there is a world apart, mostly still to be discovered; lying
isolated for thousands of years but still closely connected to the city. It represents the womb of Naples,
from which the city has originated. Visiting it means travelling into 2400 years of history . Every
historical age, from the founding of Naples until the Second World War, it has left traces in the yellow
limestone walls, with which the city was built.

Coral: The art of coral and cameo working is very old and dates back to 4000 BC. Torre del Greco
became the birthplace of shell cameos. They are prepared in different sizes and quality with great
ability by local craftsmen. These art works show both mythological and soft female figures, but also
modern decorations.
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PLACES OF INTEREST IN NAPLES

Nativity figures: Christmas in Naples is a family feast, characterized by scents, lights and especially by
the pleasures of the palate. Even before Christmas, families prepare the Neapolitan Christmas crib,
having a much older tradition than the Christmas tree.

San Gregorio Armeno Street, at the town centre, is famous for the Christmas crib artisans: it definitely
deserves a visit.

Punchinello is, from the eighteenth century, the symbol of Neapolitan comedy. Many people see him
as a lovely glutton, noisy and clever. For other people, he’s the perfect metaphor of the embodied spirit
of the Neapolitan theatre.

His typical costume is a black mask with a large aquiline nose, a long white shirt with a small black
leather belt, puffy white pants, and a pointed cap.
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SHOPPING IN NAPLES

Via Toledo (Centre)

In Via Toledo, the longest shopping streets in Naples, you
will find numerous boutiques, a department store and
subsidiaries of large fashion houses. In the pedestrian
area there is also the commercial gallery Umberto I,
important example of neoclassical architecture.

Via Chiaia and Via dei Mille (Chiaia)
They are the most exclusive and expensive streets of
Naples. Here you will find mainly fashion boutiques, but
also antiques and art objects shops.

Via Scarlatti and Via Luca Giordano (Vomero)

Al Vomero, the highest part of the city, you can walk shop
in the elegant boutiques and shoe shops of the small
pedestrian zone of Via Scarlatti and Via San Giordano.

Naples Markets

Neapolitan markets are a lovely disorder of flapping coats, fresh vegetables, colourful pottery and
household items, vintage fashion and second-hand items. Offers are everywhere; the market has
several key points. The articles are presented by sellers with the typical cries: you have to hurry to get
the best occasion! Especially in the textile, you can make good business. You should probably discuss
the price, but the margin profit is usually low and the price is low too. A new bag for 5 Euros or a scarf
for 3 Euros is a real possibility. In some cases you can change clothes, if they do not go well. For no
reason you should fail to visit the markets and to live their atmosphere!

We recommend to visit the following markets:

Antignano Market : Medium size Market (at Vomero, next to the artists' square). Daily open from 9 to
14 except Sunday and Monday. Fashion items and households, shoes, bags, second-hand clothes,
indoor food market.

Posillipo Market : in Posillipo, in Viale del Virgiliano. Open only Sundays afternoon. Fashion items and
household, shoes, handbags, second hand clothes. The market is in a tree-lined avenue with massive
pines, where you will enjoy a wonderful view over the Gulf of Naples. Posillipo is one of the most
elegant squares of Naples.

Via Imbriani small Market : in Via Vittorio Imbriani (Chiaia square). Open Monday to Saturday from
8.30 to 14.00. Here you will find branded and fashion clothing with small defects and old fashions
articles.

Flea Market: in Corso Malta, open only Sundays. Here you will find antiques and interesting articles,
such as furniture, art prints, photos, old books and watches.

Besides, there are many other markets, mostly frequented by the inhabitants of the district where they
are held.
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Capri is one of the most beautiful islands in the Gulf of Naples, because of its unforgettable natural
beauty and for its special archaeological sites. The scent of flowers, the soft colours, the rough rocks,
the slowly dive into the sea, the old alleys and squares, leading to small green houses, are just some of
the features that made this small island, overlooking Sorrento peninsula, well known all over the world.

Historically, Capri has a huge fascination towards those who visit it: the Faraglioni , the Grotta
Azzurra , the Piazzetta, the blue sky and sea, are just some of the attractive elements of the island. In
summer, but not only, there is a dynamic nightlife, with fashionable bars and exclusive nightclubs. It can
easily happen to meet some famous personalities, like an actor or a pop star.

The island has an area of about 12 km?, divided into two municipalities: Capri and Anacapri, which is
located on the opposite side of the island at 286 feet high, and is linked to Capri by a panoramic road.

From Anacapri you can reach Monte Solaro , 589 meters, with a chairlift, from where you can enjoy an
even better view, which stretches from the Gulf of Naples to Salerno.

The discoverer of Capri was the Emperor Augustus in 29 AD. He loved Capri and he freed it from
dependence on Naples, exchanging it with the fertile island of Ischia. Thus began his private kingdom,
followed by a prosperous construction for work of his successor Tiberius, who built 12 villas. Today, you
can still find two of them: Villa Jovis _and Villa Damecuta .

Giardini di Augusto

This small park once belonged to the Emperor Augustus. From here you have a beautiful view on the
Serpentine in Krupp Street , leading down to Marina Piccola. The German industrialist Friedrich Alfred
Krupp built this road in 1900; at present it's not practicable for security reasons. In the park you can find
the monument of Lenin, by the Italian sculptor Giacomo Manu .

There are numerous churches to visit such as St. Constantine and the Church of Santa Maria del
Soccorso, which dates back to 1610.

To get to Capri, you can take the ferry or the hydrofoil from Naples and Sorrento. On the island, you
can choose between bus, taxi or, alternatively, you can use the funicular that links Marina Grande
with the Piazzetta.

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ISCHIA

Ischia — The green island - because of its many beaches and natural beauties, for its spa gardens
known throughout the world, Ischia is an appreciate holiday resort. Because of its hilly nature and the
variety of its vegetation, it's also popular for the opportunity of long walks in contact with nature.

Ischia (with about 60,000 inhabitants) is the largest island in the Gulf of Naples as well as one of the
most prestigious resorts, for the Baths, for tourism, for its world-famous sea.

Thanks to its natural beauty, tourism spa, beaches, ancient villages, green forests, pristine nature, it's
called the Europe Garden .

Ischia, like its surroundings, is of volcanic origin. Monte Epomeo , with its many craters, is an
underwater volcano, which rises to 767 meters. Nearby are 29 thermal basins, 67 fumaroles and 103
springs.

On the island of Ischia there are six municipalities: Ischia, Casamicciola Terme, Lacco Ameno,
Forio, Serrara Fontana and Barano, each with its own particularities.

On the island there are several museums, churches and institutions that are worth visiting.

The Castello Aragonese , joined to Ischia by an artificial bridge, the Cathedral of Santa Maria della
Scala, built in the thirteenth century, the Maritime Museum , set on three floors in the eighteenth-
century Palazzo dell’'orologio, built in 1759. The Museum tells life and sea history and the traditions in
Ischia.

Worth visiting are also: the Church of Sant'Angelo , consecrated to the Assunta and St. Michael the
Archangel, dating from the twentieth century; the Chiesa del Soccorso in Forio, built on a rock

overlooking the sea, the Museum of Arms , Armour and Instruments of Torture , the Roman
agqueduct and the Torre Aragonese .

Ischia is connected to the city of Naples and Pozzuoli by ferries and hydrofoils.
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ISCHIA

Climate

The climate is Mediterranean, moderate, calm and dry. The average rainfall is about 985 mm
per year. The special orographic conformation of the island determines that the amount of
precipitations is different from area to area, causing a reversal of these, which are generally
more frequent on the north-north-east of the island. Mount Epomeo, fairly high, is not able to
oppose the currents, and affects only their elevation that begins off the island, while the
condensation process reaches its full development on the island upright. Typical spring winds,
bringing clouds and vapours, are southern ones: the southeast and southwest.

SORRENTO

Sorrento is one of the main tourist attractions in the area; here you can enjoy a wonderful view over the
bay of Naples. Since ancient times, it is known for hospitality and good food.

The Church and Convent of San Francesco , with its characteristic cloister, it's now used as a
backdrop for classical concerts. The lovely Cathedral of Saints Philip and James  dates from the fifth
century and contains works of marble of great value, as the Dossale del Redentore dating back to 1522
and the Annunciazione of the fifteenth century. Opening hours: 08.00-12.00 / / 16.00-20.00.

The Museo-Bottega della Tarsia Lignea is located in Palazzo Pomarici, which dates back to the
eighteenth century, and houses a collection of inlaid furniture of the nineteenth century. Opening hours:
Monday to Saturday 10.00-13.00 (except holidays), closed on Sundays. Price: € 8.00.

The Museo Correale di Terranova , founded in 1917 at the homonymous palace of the eighteenth
century. It preserves Greek and Roman evidences, marble works of the Middle Age, valuable antiques
from south Italy dating back between the sixteenth and nineteenth centuries; paintings of the Neapolitan
school dating back to the nineteenth century and the School of Posillipo, attributed to the painters
Brueghel and Rubens. The Museum also houses characters of the nativity scene, earthenware, pottery,
lace, clocks, and a section entirely dedicated to the local cabinet making. Opening hours: Monday to
Saturday 10.00-13-00 (excluding holidays), Thursday and Sunday closed. Price: € 8.00.

Sorrento is known around the world for the production of oranges and lemons . The experience of the
chefs and the excellent products quality available in the area, such as vegetables, pasta, mozzarella,
different kinds of cheese and fish allowed Sorrento to become a prestigious Capital of Culture and
Mediterranean flavours.

AMALFI

Worth seeing is the Cathedral of St. Andrew in Amalfi, built in the ninth century, the beautiful crypt, the
Cloister S. Paradise and the atrium. Opening hours: daily during summer, from 09.00 to 21.00.

Very interesting is the old Arsenal, left of the Porta della Marina. The Marina was used from the ninth
century as a shipyard, and Amalfi ships were known throughout the Mediterranean. In 849, a fleet of
warships, which also came from Amalfi, drove out a Saracens invasion, who wanted to break in Rome.

In the Piazza dello Spirito Santo is the Valle dei Mulini . The road begins with the Arc of Faenza , the
northern port of the city. Behind is an old paper mill, where the paper is handmade.

Here is also the Paper Museum (open daily from 10.00 to 18.00) and the Museo della carta contadina
(Museum of the farming community, open Tuesday to Friday from 09.00 to 13.00, Monday to Saturday
from 15:00 to 19.00).

From the Paper Museum to Valle delle Ferriere , where the remains of the paper mill Confalone are in
the homonymous square.

The Riserva Naturale della Ferriere , founded in 1972, covers 455 hectares and is crossed by the river
Canneto. It contains several varieties of plants, such as the fern Woodwardia radicans, a living fossil
dating back to the Tertiary.

Toward the coast there are many buildings, including the Benedictine monastery , which houses now
the Town Hall and the Civic Museum (open Monday to Saturday from 08.00 to 14.00).

AMALFI

Some local gastronomic products are very famous, like the lemon Amalfi coast, from which the well-
known liquor, symbol of the Amalfi Coast, is produced: Limoncello.

Along the vineyards hills you can see grapes cultivations, from which is produced the DOC Amalfi
Coast wine , which differs in the varieties of Ravello, Great Caruso, Episcopio, Ariston and Malaga.

Romans called it
Campania Felix. The fertile volcanic soil has contributed to the high quality wines growing, which
have been awarded of the D.O.C. (Denomination of Controlled Origin).

In the whole of Campania, there is a wide variety of "Wine Roads" - "strade del vino", where

you get to know more new, interesting and distinctive wines, often with an ancient name. As a
dessert wine, you have the "Malaga".

Typical of the Lemon Riviera: il limone Sfusato - Limoncello - lemon liqueur. Continue in the
direction of Salerno and fennel liqueur. The Liquore Strega is used to flavour nougats.
